The past five hundred years has seen a steady decline in the credibility of Christianity.  Christians, along with all other religions have increasingly been seen as intellectually ignorant—even to the point of intellectual dishonesty.

From generally teaching followers to believe what they know is not true—a popular perception of what faith really is—to specifically teaching the reality of eternal life, while not believing it themselves, intellectually dishonest theologians add evidence to their lack of credibility.

It is becoming obvious that those intellectually dishonest theologians themselves don’t really believe there is any such thing as eternal life.  This is evidenced by the gist of recent conferences on science and religion with their entertainment of plans of how to hold the church together now that science has discredited the possibility of eternal life.  

Recently I responded to a call for papers to be presented at a conference on Science and Religion.  It was held by a major religious organization in the United States.  My presentation was to present scientific evidence of the credibility of the ancient accounts of the development of the universe, the planet earth, and the ecology of life as actually found in the ancient scriptures of the Hebrew bible, recognizing those accounts have been ignored over the centuries by religious teachers interpreting the bible to teach a religious point of view influenced by beliefs of the origins that were in line with ancient Greek science rather than reality.  I received a polite rejection stating that my entry was not in line with what they were trying to accomplish.  I looked at papers that were accepted and realized that the underlying theme was how to hold the church together now that science has discredited many of their major beliefs, not to discover what the bible really says on the subject.

The credibility of religion in general has decreased while the credibility of the intellectually superiority of science has won converts.

According to a study of religiosity published by the university of Texas at Austin in 2007, religious zeal of intellectually honest people has not diminished.  It has just switched loyalties from religion to intellectualism—what is perceived to be more intellectually honest is pursued with the same religious fervor—and it is touted as no decrease in religiosity as science is winning converts over from religion.
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
